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More Time Off on your Public Holiday

1 May 2006: In a recent independent survey conducted by MWEB Home to test how South Africans spend their time on public holidays, dipstick research revealed that many people end up doing tasks that they don’t particularly enjoy on these days meant for celebration. A whopping 90% of those surveyed confirmed that they used public holidays to catch up on household tasks like washing their cars, updating photo albums, sewing on missing buttons or cleaning out their e-mail inboxes.

Following this research, MWEB today announced that in celebration of Worker’s Day, they have increased the size of their mailbox to 1 Gigabyte (1GB), giving users more digital space for e-mails. With the new mailbox, users won’t have to delete or move e-mails as often, and will thus have more time off to enjoy public holidays. At 50 times larger than the average 20MB mailbox, users will be able to receive the equivalent of 100 e-mails a day for 365 days at an average size of 28 Kilobytes (28Kb) per e-mail, without having to delete or move a single one. And large attachments, important messages, files and pictures can be stored in the inbox without the limitation of running out of space.
According to participants in the survey, most would rather spend their public holidays on the beach, having a picnic, visiting loved ones, shopping or watching a movie.
